Envirothon?

he South Carolina Envirothon is

an annual hands-on environ-
mental problem-solving competition
for high school students. Participat-
ing teams compete for recognition
and scholarships by demonstrating
their knowledge of environmental
science and natural resource man-
agement. The Envirothon competi-
tion tests the student’s knowledge on
topics such as soils, aquatics, for-
estry, wildlife and current environ-
mental Issues.
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The first-lace team in the state goes on to the
Canon Envirothon’s North American
competition.

Teams have the opportunity to get “up close
and personal” with South Carolina’s natural
resources.

When and Where?

Each spring, the South Carolina Enviro-
thon is held at the Clemson University
Sandhill Research and Education Center,
near Pontiac, SC. A team registration
fee of $100 is required for participation.
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What's in it for you?

The Envirothon is a wonder-
ful opportunity for students to
learn outside of the class-
room, as well as meet and
compete with other students
who have a passion for the

environment. Many students step
away from the Envirothon experience
excited about learning and motivated
to pursue careers in environmental
studies, environmental law, natural sci-
ences, and natural resource manage-
ment.

In addition, the competition offers stu-
dents the experience of working to-
gether as a team with their fellow stu-
dents.
